How to Do with Aboutness in the Double Nominative Construction in Korean
Yong—-Beom Kim (Kwangwoon University)

It is claimed in this paper that the Korean Double Nominative Construction (DNC, hereafter) is
a kind of pragmatic construction that encodes 'aboutness' relation. Thus, the DNC can be seen
as containing a sentential predicates in an intuitive sense, although it is a result of the peculiarity
of Korean syntax that a—positions and a—bar positions are not discriminated against each other.
It is also shown that nominal dependents and verbal dependents are alike in some important
aspects of Korean syntax and that they should be treated as such. Thus, the main pragmatic
function of the double nominative construction in Korean is seen as establishing a kind of
discourse saliency of an NP regardless whether the NP originally appear in an a—position or not.

Metaphorical Interpretation, Semantic Clash, Cognitive Accessibility,
and Conceptualization
YoungEun Yoon (Ewha Womans University)

Over the years, the principles of metaphorical interpretation have been proposed to be semantic,
pragmatic, or/and cognitive. However, these proposed theories have never reached even a near
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consensus. To take a look at a theoretical history, the two traditional views, the comparison view
and the interaction view, were criticized by Searle (1979), who proposed a pragmatic theory of
metaphor himself. Searle's own theory was also criticized, due to its inability to account for dead
metaphors, which belong to the semantic domain. Davidson (1978) and Cohen (1979) proposed
semantic theories of metaphor, which were not without problems. In the meantime, Lakoff et al.
proposed a cognitive semantics in 1980s, which deals with metaphor as a major cognitive
phenomenon. And yet, this extensive theory of metaphor was again severely attacked by formal
semanticists, and the road to reach a theoretical consensus seemed to have become steeper. In
this context, recently, Leezenberg (2001) proposed an interesting theory based on the notions
of 'context' and 'thematic dimension,' which is basically semantic but also tries to combine
cognitive aspects of language. Given this, one purpose of this paper is to review Leezenberg's
theory. Another purpose is to propose an alternative analysis on the principles of metaphorical
interpretation, which is basically an attempt to complement the problems of Leezenberg's theory.

A Constraint-based and Linking Approach to Impersonal Middles
Byong—Rae Ryu (Chungnam National University)

Ever since Keyser & Roeper (1984), the English middles and middles derived from transitive
verbs in other languages have received much attention (e.g., Bureaucrats bribe easily and The
wall paints easily). Some West-Germanic languages such as German, Dutch and West-Frisian
etc., have middle constructions associated with intransitive verbs [see Geniusiene(1987), Fagan
(1988, 1992), Pitz (1988), Abraham (1995), among others]. We call these constructions
*“impersonal middles', and examine the formation of impersonal middles in German within a
recent framework of Head-driven Phrase Structure Grammar [HPSG, Pollard & Sag (1994),
Bender, Sag & Wasow (2001)]. The main goals of the paper are: (i) to propose a constraint—
based analysis of the impersonal middles within the Two—-Level Linking Theory (TLLT developed
in Ryu (1996a, 1996b, 1997), and (ii) to show that the proposed analysis allows a formally more
rigorous description and a better understanding of impersonal middles than some other possible
analyses in the traditional framework or in other HPSG linking theories such as in Davis(1996).

The basic idea advanced in this paper is that the middles including the impersonal middle is
formed in lexicon and constrainted by pre-linking constraints. The relevant linking constraints
include information about the obligatory generic reading of the middles modelled by a generic
predicate G and the change of the valence which can roughly described as the demotion of the
argument index to be mapped into the external argument and the promotion of the index of the
internal argument into the external argument (only for the personal middle). We further argue
that the obligatoriness of manner adverbials in the middles can be attributed to the obligatoriness
of the generic reading. All these constraints will be formalized in the typed feature logic of SRL.
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
